Being Miss Germantown and representing this city is a great honor,
a great responsibility, and a great experience.

The Miss Germantown Competition is more than a beauty pageant.  It is part of the Miss America Organization, which provides millions of dollars in scholarship money to contestants throughout the United States.  In addition to the scholarships, the Miss Germantown Pageant offers you the opportunity to sharpen qualities of character and talent that you can use the rest of your life.  

As part of the Miss America Outstanding Teen program, we have added the Teen division to the Miss Germantown Organization. For more information on this national program, visit www.maoteen.org.

This year will we have a Princess Mentoring Program for girls ages 6-11. This is not a pageant, but a series of mentoring workshops. Each Princess will become a “little sis” to the contestants during Pageant weekend. See missgermantown.com if you have a friend or relative who would like to be a part of this program. 
Who is Miss Germantown?  She is a role model who cares about her role and other women’s roles in society.  She is an attractive and poised woman with a confident and commanding presence.  She is talented and intelligent, and she is an independent and eloquent communicator.  Miss Germantown is a leader by virtue of her experiences and takes pride in her health and physical fitness.

As Miss Germantown, you will represent Germantown and Shelby County as an ambassador.  You will gain through the rich personal experience of meeting and associating with many exciting people from Germantown and across Tennessee.

Because the Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant is part of the Miss Tennessee and Miss America program, you will represent our city at the Miss Tennessee Scholarship Pageant held in Jackson during June 19-22, 2019.  The winner of the Miss Tennessee Competition competes in the Miss America Competition to be held in Atlantic City in September 2019. At each level, winners and alternates receive hundreds of dollars in scholarship money, which will help you further your education.

As you consider this opportunity today, remember that you could be the next Miss Germantown, Miss Tennessee, and Miss America.  It’s all up to you.

How To Use These Electronic Forms:

· Now that you have opened this packet of information, save the packet to your desktop.

· Print it out and place it in a binder so you can review. 

· When you’re ready to send in your forms, delete all the miscellaneous information, leaving only the informational forms you need to complete. 

· Complete the Contestant Fact Sheet and Platform per those instructions. Type neatly and make sure your answers are easy to read. 
· Save the completed application and forms to your computer. Save it under your name. For example, resave it as “2019 Miss Germantown_ MARY SMITH”

· When e-mailing the pageant, make sure you always place your NAME in the Subject Line.

· Please note that there are some forms that you will need to PRINT out, have signed and then you will have to mail to the Miss Germantown office. Other information is contained in this packet about the deadlines and entry process.
QUALIFICATIONS
To enter the Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant, or any other Miss America local preliminary, contestants must meet certain basic requirements and agree to abide by all the rules of the local, state, and national Miss America Competitions now in effect or as announced hereafter.  To be a contestant in the Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant you must:
· Be a female

· High school graduate or equivalent by June 30, 2019.

· Resident of Tennessee six months prior to the local pageant.

· No younger than 17 on August 4th, 2018
· No older than 25 by December 31, 2019.

· Be a citizen of the United States of America.

· Be of good moral character.

· Be a resident of the state; or attend a college or university in the state; or be a full-time employee in the state.

· Not be married, never have been married, never have had a marriage annulled, never cohabitated or have had a child.

· Be available for public appearances during the 2019 pageant year as Miss Germantown.

COMPETITION

The Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant will be held Saturday, August 4th, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at the Germantown Performing Arts Center (GPAC), 1801 Exeter Rd., Germantown, TN 38138. 
The Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant is divided into phases of competition, including private interview, talent, eveningwear, and on-stage questions.  Each contestant is scored individually from one to ten in each category. 
SCHOLARSHIP & AWARDS

Scholarship

The Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant will award educational scholarships to the winner and alternates.  These scholarships are a general cash scholarship applied to unpaid college debts. Teen winners receive a cash award. 

Awards, Prizes, & Gifts

Winners receive the official Miss America preliminary crown and sash.  We will award acknowledgements to the alternates.  The winners will receive prizes and gift packages including numerous gifts from Germantown and Memphis-area businesses.  

All scholarships, awards, prizes, and gifts are subject to final confirmation and will be officially announced during the pageant.
YOUR YEAR AS MISS GERMANTOWN
As the winner of the Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant, you will continue to meet new and interesting people and your subsequent civic activities will add to your self-confidence and poise.  You will serve as an ambassador for the city at social, civic, and community events.  A chaperone will be designated and accompany you to personal appearances as needed.

Selected members of the Miss Germantown Committee will coordinate your preparation for the Miss Tennessee Pageant, which will be held in June 19-22 in Jackson.

ENTRY FEES

There is no entry fee for Miss Contestants. Miss contestants are required to raise $100 for the Children’s Miracle Network (see information included). We also ask that you sell tickets to the pageant. See the Ticket information section for more details.
SILENT AUCTION BASKETS
Following in the footsteps of the Miss Tennessee Scholarship Pageant, the Miss Germantown Pageant is implementing this exciting fundraiser. Each contestant is asked to provide a gift basket for our silent auction. You can be as creative or simple as you like. The baskets should be something that people would be interested in purchasing. They may be any size, any product; anything that you think might interest people. They may be wrapped or not. It may not even be a basket but some other container. It is entirely up to you. 
Please drop off your silent auction baskets at rehearsal on pageant day. The basket should include your name somewhere. Also, please complete the document detailing your entry and email back to us by August 1st. We will secure a form to the basket at rehearsal. The pageant will provide the silent auction sheets. 
The silent auction will begin at 5:30 on pageant day and close after intermission. Winners are notified via text and are asked to pick up their baskets at the conclusion of the pageant. 
This is not a requirement but we are asking that you please participate, and have some fun with it. Should you be chosen as the new titleholder, this is a mandatory part of competing at Miss Tennessee.
CHILDREN’S MIRACLE NETWORK 
The Miss America Organization is proud to support the Children’s Miracle Network. Locally, our CMN hospital is Le Bonheur Children’s Medical Center. All local contestants are required to raise $100 and post it online at www.MissAmericaforkids.org to participate in Miss Germantown. All funds must be raised by August 3rd, 2018 at 8:00 pm. 

All MISS contestants must register at www.MissAmerica4Kids.org. This easy to use web site will allow you to upload a photo and input the e-mail addresses of your family and friends. E-mails will automatically be sent to your e-mail list asking for contributions. 
You can monitor the results, and send out additional e-mails as needed. All monies raised are by credit card contributions directly to the Children’s Miracle Network. 
Donations, in excess of the minimum amount required for each pageant, collected by a contestant, may be rolled-over for use in multiple local pageants to state & national pageants within a pageant cycle. 
MISCELLANEOUS

Community Service Platform
As with the Miss America Pageant, each contestant is to have a community service platform or issue that she feels strongly about.  It is best to choose a platform in which the contestant has a strong personal commitment, involvement, and conviction.

Contestants must submit a one-page, double-spaced, typewritten essay on the platform of their choice.  You will be provided three questions, which you will have to answer in your essay, including the reason you chose this platform and your involvement with the platform.  

Teen contestants are not judged for their current involvement in their platform but for the potential the platform. Call for more information.

Wardrobe

You are responsible for your own competition wardrobe as a contestant in the Miss Germantown Pageant.  The Miss Germantown Pageant encourages you to be reasonable in the expenditures for your preliminary wardrobe.  Additional information on wardrobe specifics is available by contacting the Miss Germantown Organization.

You will need an interview outfit; a swimsuit, a talent outfit, an evening gown or other appropriate attire, and an opening number production dress.
Opening Number Production Dress Requirements: For 2019 pageant, the opening number outfit will be a cocktail dress of your choice. Any color or design is acceptable.
APPLICATION PROCESS
If you would like to enter the Miss Germantown Pageant, please follow the steps below.  If this is your first time in entering any Miss America preliminary, don’t worry.  We will be glad to assist you step-by-step.  Many of our contestants are first time entrants.  

To Enter the Miss Germantown Pageant: 

1. Call or email the Executive Director/Contestant Chairman and express your interest in entering the program.  Missgermantownpageant@gmail.com is our email address.
2. Complete the INFORMATION FORM and send it to the email address now.

3. Complete/Compile the following

· The completed Miss Germantown application (You may download this Word document, print it on your computer, save it and then e-mail it to us. See other directions found on Page 2 of the packet.) A sample application can be found on the website.

· A good quality, professional photograph (black & white or color; preferably 5 x 7). You can send a high-resolution digital file via e-mail. 
· A copy of your current high school or college transcript if enrolled in school.  Ask for this now as it often takes several weeks to obtain.
· A copy of your birth certificate or driver’s license to verify your date of birth.
· A typed one-page essay on your platform. See the sample in this packet.

3.  Email all the information to: missgermantownpageant@gmail.com
4.  A contestant contract must be read, sign and notarized and delivered prior to the pageant. Watch for this information.  Additional contestant information, and a detailed schedule of events will come later. This information must be completed and returned by the deadline.

Miss Germantown Contestant FACT SHEET
Please remember this is your opportunity to demonstrate to the judges why they should consider you for the job of Miss Tennessee.  You may list as many or as few items under each category as you desire.  Your only restriction is that it must follow the established format and it must fit on one page.  This page, combined with your Platform Statement, will comprise your entire application for this job.  The judges will receive exactly what is submitted.  Any items submitted that do not fit the established criteria will be returned for correction only once.  Any items, which do not meet the criteria or are submitted after the deadline, will not be given to the judges.   The contestant may explain the lack of judging materials during her interview, if she so chooses.

1. Go to the word processing program of your computer.

2. Start a “new” document.

3. Set margins for 1" on all four sides.  The font style may not be any smaller than “10” and no larger than “12” point type, using the Times New Roman font style.  Please refer to the attached sample to verify you are following the requested format. 

4. With the justification set for left, type “Name:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your name as you wish the judges to know it.  (If your name is Jamie Ruth Marie Watkins and you want to be known as “Jamie Watkins”, please type “Jamie Watkins”).

5. Then, move to the next line and type “Title:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar twice.  Then, type your state title.    

6. Then, move to the next line and type “Hometown:” in bold.  Following the colon (:), hit the space bar once.  Then, type your hometown including the city and the state.  

7. Move to the next line.  Now set your justification to the right.  Type “Date of Birth:” in bold.  Hit the space bar two (2) times, and type the month, day, and year of your birth.  (Ex. October 10, 1979)

8. Move to the next line.  Now set your justification to the right.  Type “Age:” in bold.  Hit the space bar two (2) times, and type your age as of August 4th, 2018.  (Ex. 18 years old)

9. Move Justification to the left.  Double space down and type “Education:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times and then type your most recent school first.  If it is grad school, indicate it as such.  List degree seeking (all on the same line as the name of the school), move to the line underneath that to list your undergraduate school and degree sought/achieved, and below that list your high school.

10. Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Platform Issue:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the TITLE of your platform, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  DO NOT TYPE ANYTHING OTHER THAN THE TITLE.
11. Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Scholastic/Career Ambition:” in bold.  Hit the Tab bar once, MAKING SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE OTHERS ABOVE IT.  Then type the type of degree/education you would ultimately like to achieve and beneath that, list your career ambition.

12. Double space down.  Hit the tab bar once.  Type “Talent:” in bold.  Hit the tab bar three times.  Type the type of talent and specific selection.   MAKE SURE IT LINES UP WITH THE INFORMATION ABOVE IT.  (i.e.  Pop Vocal - “Crying”, Tap Dance - “Staying Alive”, etc.)

13. Double space down.  Type “Scholastic Honors:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  A semi-colon should separate each item (;).    

14. Double space down.  Type “Leadership Roles:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  A semi-colon should separate each item (;).

15. Double space down.  Type “Accomplishments:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  A semi-colon should separate each item (;).
16. Double space down.  Type “Interesting Facts:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  A semi-colon should separate each item (;).   

17. Double space down.  Type “Employment:” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  A semi-colon should separate each item (;).
18. Double space down.  Type “How has the world you come from shaped your dreams and aspirations?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Please answer the question in sentence form. 
19. Double space down.  Type “Of all the ways you could succeed in your life, why have you chosen to succeed in the Miss Tennessee Competition?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Please answer the question in sentence form. 
20. Double Space down. Type “What social issue, other than your platform, will have the greatest impact on your generation and why?” in bold.  Hit the space bar twice.  Please answer the question in sentence form.
The entire form MUST FIT ON ONE PAGE using the Times New Roman font style.  You must leave a 1" margin on all four sides of the page.

Use your best judgment on what is most important for the judges to know about you.  Use your space wisely. The judges will receive your original work.

This form will be given to the judges along with your Platform Statement.  You will notice there is a REQUIRED SIGNATURE LINE at the bottom of the platform statement.  When these two forms are put together, they will create your entire application.  Your signature will cover the materials listed ON ALL PAGES.  Your signature verifies that everything on your forms is true and accurate.  If it is proven that any information on these forms is not true, correct, and factual, you risk losing your local title.

Youth Involvement:

Molding Well-Rounded Children Through Community Service

1. Clearly define the platform issue to which you are sincerely committed and for which you will be an activist during your year of service.

The issues facing our youth and communities are very complex. We are all familiar with the startling statistics on drug use within our state and local communities. When children lack enthusiasm and direction, they often turn to substance use to escape. I want to help children discover their talents and special abilities -- whether it is sports, performing arts, artistic ventures or academic endeavors. By discovering their talents and abilities, children will begin to build self-esteem and develop leadership skills. Since the tragic events of September 2001, our nation has become focused on building stronger communities. The involvement of young people in community service is more important than ever. When citizens and children work together, a sense of community is regained and maintained. Today’s youth are tomorrow’s citizens and tomorrow’s leaders.

2. What, if any are you most significant accomplishments to date in regard to your platform issue?

I have a wealth of personal experience relating to the building of self-esteem and the discovery of talents. Through my 10 years of baton twirling experience, I have learned adversity, courage, discipline, responsibility and teamwork. This sport has taught me skills that are helping me to succeed in today’s society. In the five years I have been a volunteer, I have noticed a difference in the lives of these girls as they have progressed. Thanks to the self-discovery of their athletic talents, these young women are learning how to strive for goals, be persistent and believe in themselves.  Using my experience with Special Olympics and other community activities, I am developing plans to further my platform and reach out to students and adults throughout Germantown.

3. Specifically, what do you wish to accomplish during your year of service as an activist for your platform issue?

During my year of service as Miss Germantown, I would combine the aspects of my program with the Governor’s Safe and Drug Free Tennessee program. Specially, I would motivate our youth by conducting presentations to schools. I want to encourage young people to find an interest within their lives, focus on their special talents, and make a difference in their communities. Secondly, I want to mobilize organizations and communities to strengthen the character and competence of our youth. Since engaging young people requires the sharing of resources and leadership I would encourage our schools and communities to work together for a common community goal. Wardrobe

We are looking forward to working with you during the Miss Germantown Scholarship Pageant.  The following is an outline of the contestant competitions and wardrobe needs for the competition and events surrounding the competition.  These are the competition and wardrobe regulations provided by the Miss Tennessee and Miss America Competitions.  We urge you to be reasonable in expenditures for your wardrobe by borrowing and renting your wardrobe.

Please feel free to let your clothing, hairstyle, talent and overall image reflect your true personality and the image of today’s young women. 

If you need additional information or have questions, please contact your Executive Director.

Rehearsals
Rehearsal clothes are casual, comfortable, but should be neat.  Remember Germantown’s changing weather so please layer appropriately.  Bring your competition shoes to rehearse in.

Opening Production Number 
For 2019, the opening number outfit will be a short cocktail dress of your choice. It can be any color or any style as long as it is a short cocktail dress. Do not buy a new outfit. Wear something you have or can borrow. 
 Swimsuit (MISS CONTESTANTS)
Miss contestants can wear a one-piece or a two-piece swimsuit of any color. Since we get a lot of questions about this, Catalina is the official swimsuit sponsor of Miss America. These suits are available at Wal-Mart. We also encourage contestants to alter to fit. 

Fitness Wear (TEEN CONTESTANTS)
Teen Contestants must wear a two-piece aerobic outfit. The shorts should be black aerobic shorts or tennis type skirt. The top should be a bright color. This can be a tank top or sports bra type top. NO SEQUINS OR BLING ON YOUR OUTFIT, SHOES, ETC.
Talent 
Contestants can wear any type of outfit that would be appropriate for the presentation of their talent. 

Evening Wear

Most contestants wear long evening dresses for this competition but are not limited to evening gowns only.
On Stage Interview

You will wear the same outfit as you will wear for your Evening Gown or your Opening Production. The Production team will make the decision where the On Stage Interview fits best into the program.  

Finale
You will wear the same outfit as you will wear for the Evening Wear Competition.

Miss America Scoring System

This is the official information as presented to the judges who will judge you in your local pageant. This is the updated official Miss America Organization’s scoring system. 

All competitions scored on a scale of 1.0 - 10.0 using whole numbers only with each contestant’s high and low score dropped from each phase of competition. The scores from these competitions will be tallied. The contestant receiving the highest score will be crowned the new Miss Germantown 
SCORING IN PRIVATE INTERVIEW
The Private Interview phase of competition is an opportunity to learn as much as possible about the contestant – her personal qualities and attributes to be Miss Local/State; her level of communication skills; her opinions and aspirations; her sense of accomplishment, poise, and presence as well as her ability to fulfill the job responsibilities of the position you have been requested to fill.

You will enter the room and stand behind a podium. Questions will begin immediately. At the end of the 9-minute/30 second time limit, you will have an opportunity to make a final closing statement or clarify any information from your interview. Your final closing statement must be less than 30 seconds.  Teens will have six-minute interviews following the same format.
CRITERIA FOR SCORING PRIVATE INTERVIEW: Overall “first impression”; exceptional communication skills with a commanding presence; personality, personal appearance and beauty; validated opinions and responses; ability to fulfill job responsibilities; sense of accomplishment; and knowledge and understanding of her platform issue.

SCORING IN LIFESTYLE & FITNESS 
The Lifestyle and Fitness in swimsuit is designed to see how well the contestant maintains a lifestyle of good physical health, whether she meets the public expectation of a titleholder, and whether or not she has the confidence needed to be a titleholder.  The contestant’s drive, energy, and presence are to be likewise considered.

CRITERIA FOR SCORING LIFESTYLE & FITNESS IN SWIMSUIT: Overall “first impression;” physical fitness; physical beauty; sense of confidence and composure; display of drive, energy and charisma; and does she meet the public expectation of a titleholder?

SCORING IN TALENT

The Talent phase of competition provides an insight into the woman’s preparatory and performance skills.  Consideration is given to whether the contestant’s talent selection fits these skills and her personality.  The Talent competition acknowledges the quality of the talent being presented, the technical skill level, and the stage presence of the contestant. Talent is 90-Seconds in total.
CRITERIA FOR SCORING TALENT: Overall “first impression”, technical skill level; entertainment value; stage presence; and will you be proud you selected this young woman when she performs her talent if she is selected as the titleholder?

SCORING IN EVENING WEAR

The Evening Wear phase of competition is designed for the judge to assess the contestant’s beauty, poise, grace, and commanding stage presence. The contestant’s total look is considered.  Her eveningwear (not the value of the evening wear) should complement the contestant’s individuality.

CRITERIA FOR SCORING EVENING WEAR: Overall “first impression”; beauty; sense of confidence; personality and stage presence; walk, carriage and grace; sense of style and appropriateness of the evening wear; and does she take command of the stage by simply walking onto it?

SCORING IN ON-STAGE QUESTIONS

The On-Stage Interview phase of competition is designed for the contestant to make an on-stage statement of her interests, opinions and aspirations.  One or two questions may be asked and the judge is to only consider the answer (s) to the question(s).

CRITERIA FOR SCORING ON-STAGE QUESTIONS: Overall “first impression”; charisma and stage presence to be a spokeswoman for the state/local organization; give special attention to whether or not the contestant answered the question in context and in the time allotted; did she answer the question and did she have the commanding presence to make the audience want to listen to her?
